Water Storage
The human body can function around 3 days without water before fatal consequences occur.

You may be asking yourself “Why, in the modern age would I have to worry about water?”

Here are a few examples of modern day problems:

1. Water main breaks and pipes break due to age, repairs and fatigue.

2. Earthquakes break lines (yes there is a dormant earthquake fault line in Miami County!)

3. Freezing weather burst pipes even though you have them wrapped with heat tape and you think you are safe, the electricity goes out.

4. Contaminates found in the water, boil orders issued to the general public that is affected.
These are just a few reasons water storage is a good pre-planned idea.

Water storage begins with remembering this simple rule, 1 gallon of water per day, per person is recommended.

This may sound like a lot, but in your daily life, you do go through much more.
Cooking, drinking and bathing must still be accomplished even during an emergency.

Water can be stored on a number of ways. The easiest method is to purchase 1 gallon water storage containers or bottles. However this can quickly become expensive. Simply, saving 2 liter soda bottles, rinsed well and filled with tap water is sufficient.

Store these containers in a cardboard box or in a dark place, as sunlight breaks down the oxygen faster and can lead to algae growth. Identify the bottles with a date and based on the date, refresh the water every 2 years. Canning jars can also be used to store water when not being used for the canning season.

You can save the flat or lid, wash well (to ensure that there are no contaminates on the lid that will not allow the lid to seal properly), by placing in very hot water to soften the rubber seal, fill the glass jar with hot water from the tap, then place on the used lid and screw down the canning ring. 90% of the time, the used lid will seal. ( Do not can food with used lids or seals! For water storage it is no different from the 2 liter pop bottles, which do not have seals, either. This is just a clever way of recycling, preparing water and utilizing a space that is usually empty.
( Never use containers that have been produced for milk storage. The plastic material that the containers are made are intended to break down. After about six months of use, they may start degrading and begin leaking.

( Never use containers that were produced for bleach storage, due to the concentration of the bleach will be too high no matter how good you try to clean it.
Remember, water is necessary for your body to function properly, storing enough for each family member for at least a week, is a safeguard against the forces of nature.
